Report for
st July 2010

July’s Credit Managers’ Index (CMI) continued to show that the economy
as a whole is stuttering. The overall index remains above 50, but not by
much, and these levels have not been seen since late last year when the
index was down to 52.9 in December. As recently as April, the combined
index was up to 56.5; it now sits at 53, and there are signs that this decline
could continue into next month and possibly longer. “The fall is not as dra-
matic as when the recession started to wind up in 2008, but the trend is far
from encouraging as there are weaknesses showing up in both the positive
and negative categories,” noted NACM Economic Advisor Chris Kuehl,
Ph.D., who issues the CMI for the National Association of Credit Manage-
ment (NACM) each month.

“The only real bright spot in the index is that the negative factors have not
appreciably worsened from last month,” said Kuehl. In the combined index
there was no change at all, but there was a worsening of the situation in
the manufacturing sector while conditions got slightly better in the service
economy. There has been some conjecture as to whether the issues in the
Gulf of Mexico have had an impact on the overall index and thus far there
is not much evidence of this. The damage to industry has been highly
localized and has affected the tourism and fishing industries more than any
others. If there is an impact in the future, it will likely revolve around what is
happening in the oil sector itself as this is by far the biggest industry in that
part of the country. It remains on hold pending the decisions made about
the oil drilling moratorium.
